to become Bayat or discipleship or murid. Because 
Imam Fakhruddin Razi (RA) had some fakhr or pride 
of knowledge in him, Hazrat Nazimuddin Kobra (RA) 
said: If you pledge allegiance to me or become a 
disciple or murid, you must forget all knowledge, that 
is, you must remain like a fool. Hazrat Nazimuddin 
Kobra (RA) addressed Imam Fakhruddin Razi (RA) 
and said, "Then go" When Satan deceives you at your 
death, I will help you. Imam Fakhruddin Razi (R.A.) 
then took leave of Hazrat Nazimudi Kobra (R.A.). 
After Imam Faqrudeen Razi (R.A.H.) thought that the 
devil would make many kinds of shawal (Question & 
answer) at the time of his death, Almighty Allah 
memorized 360 documents on his behalf. At the time 
of his death, when Iblis came and started questioning 
and arguing about the Oneness of God Almighty, 
Imam Fakhruddin Razi (RA) proved the Oneness of 
God Almighty with 360 documents. After rejecting all 
the proofs, Iblis asked, O Fakhruddin Razi, what other 

proofs of the oneness of God Almighty do you have? 
Then Imam Fakhruddin Razi (R.A.H.) was shocked 
and said: I do not know the document anymore. When 
he became disoriented in shock, his Peer and 
Morsheed Hazrat Nazimuddin Kobra (RA) came to 
know through Kashf and threw some water into the 
lota. Imam Fakhruddin Razi said to him: O Razi! Tell 
me, Allah is one without evidence. La ilaha illallahu 
mohammadur rasulullaah (pbuh). Then Iblis said, O 
Fakhruddin Razi, if Kamel Pir-Morshed was not 
behind you, you would have believed in the grave.

One day Baba Shams Tabriz (RA) ask to Hazrat Jalal 
Uddin Rumi (RA), what is called ilm? Jalal-ud-Din 

Rumi (RA) said, that which separates the halal 
(lawful) from the haram (unlawful) is called 
knowledge. But Shams Tabriz (RA) said, No. ilm calls 
him–by which one can distinguish himself. Know 
yourself. This knowledge is Tasawwuf or Marifat. 
Self can be separated from itself by the practice of 
Tasawwuf or Marifat. An incident makes this clear.
